l.  Approval of plans and specifications for Avalon Village 6 and amended Developers 
Agreement 

 
Council member Hennes questioned if there were any rain gardens proposed for Avalon Village Plat 6? 
Bob Schunicht explained that the residents can put rain gardens in if they want to, however they are not 
a part of this project, since this is a small piece to the original preliminary plat. Member Hennes verified 
that any new plat coming into the City would have rain gardens where necessary to control water 
runoff. 
 
Council member Perske asked when the park dedication was paid. Anita talked about how the parks are 
developed in stages and most of the park land was dedicated to the city along with phase 1 & 2 of 
Avalon Village 6.

PUBLIC HEARINGS 
 

a. Keeneland Village 2 public improvements and assessments 
 
City Engineer,  Bob Schunicht  presented the amended feasibility study which includes easements 
through the Beuning  property. Schunicht explained the proposed improvements  and outlined their 
location in and around Keeneland Village, located south of Heritage Drive, west of Riverside and 
northwest of LeSauk Drive. This roadway will complete the connection from Amber Drive at Heritage to 
19th street.    A орΩ ǿƛŘŜ ǎǘǊŜŜǘ  would be constructed at this time and when the Beuning property 
develops, the road  will need to be brought up to city standards.  A sidewalk and trail will be constructed 
along Amber Avenue and a bituminous trail will continue  around the pond area and the Keeneland 
development .  The improvements include street, sanitary sewer and water main, storm sewer, and 
street lighting.  Total cost of the project is $651,000, with the majority of the project being assessed to 
the Keeneland Village development.  Six parcels are proposed to be assessed.  Schunicht highlighted the 
assessment for the two lots in the regional medical arts campus and two lots associated with Americ Inn. 
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тΥон ǇΦƳΦ aŀȅƻǊ hΩ5ǊƛǎŎƻƭƭ explained how the hearing would be conducted and opened the hearing for 
public comment.  The following comments were heard, although do not reflect the entire statement 
made: 
 
Jerry Westhoff,  3166 Delores Drive, St. Cloud , representing Americ Inn Motel said he is not against the 
project,  or progress, just against the assessment for their business. Mr. Westhoff explained that,  at the 
time they built the Americ Inn they provided street access and paid for street, sewer and water for their 
property and dedicated 33 feet on the westerly edge to the City for the purpose of a future road. Nine 
years later there is a proposal for a road with assessments, which to the Americ Inn property, has no 
value, in fact would have more of a negative value to their property. The proposed road would cut 
through their parking lot and diminish security due to traffic short cuts from nearby high density 
apartments. Westhoff also talked about the possible loss of trees/shrubs on the property line which also 
provides buffer and security. 
 
Council member Hennes questioned what type of trees would be lost? Westhoff said they are located 
on the property next to them and are some type of scruffy tree, however still provide a buffer.

Council member Lynch referred to the recommendation by staff  to have the developer pick up the cost 
of the assessments for the  Americ Inn  property in order for the project  to proceed,  due to the lack of

to move forward at this time because there appears to be no benefit at all to the Americ Inn property. 
 
Council member Hennes agrees with the comments made and that this project would have no benefit to 
the Americ Inn property.  Hennes suggested to hold off with the improvements until a decision could be 
made on how to cover the cost. 
 
aŀȅƻǊ hΩ5ǊƛǎŎƻƭƭ interpreted the discussion by the Council as a consensus  to send the issue back to the 
parties involved for an agreement as to how to cover the assessed costs involved for the 
Preusser/Americ Inn property and bring the project back at a later date for Council approval. 
 
Developer, Jeff Drown 1705 26th Street South, St. Cloud, agreed to pay the assessments on the Preusser 
Property, LLC  and the Sartell Motel, LLC in the amount of approximately $62,000 in order to move 
forward with this project.

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b. Ordinance amendments relating to City Boards and Commissions 
 
Anita Rasmussen explained staffs updated recommendations to the ordinance relating to City Boards 
and Commissions. Suggestion was made to update the roles and responsibilities relating to the Joint 
Planning Commission, Park Commission and the Economic Development Commission as well as limit the 
number of terms to three  (total 9 years) for each commission member.

Council member Hennes said it is timely to update the ordinance, especially in our growing community 
and having a term limitation is a positive approach. Hennes suggested the ordinance be revised to 
reflect  gender neutral language. 
 
Council member Perske questioned if it will affect anyone presently serving on any commission, 
whereby the city would allow them to be grandfathered in to finish out a term? Anita clarified that some 
members may be affected when their term is up, however there is also the option for members to move 
from one commission to another.

Council member Perske said there are  lots of qualified residents in the City wanting to serve on 
commissions therefore he suggested limiting time to three terms in an attempt to refresh the 
commissions with new ideas, especially after 9 years.  Perske does ƴƻǘ ŀƎǊŜŜ ǿƛǘƘ ǘƘŜ ǘŜǊƳ άǘƘǊŜŜ 
consecutive tŜǊƳǎέ  be put back in the ordinance. 
 
Council member Lynch did clarify that the final decision for re-appointment to any commission will still 
be finalized by the Council.

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c. Proposed assessment of delinquent accounts 
 
Finance Director, Mary Degiovanni presented the proposed assessments for a delinquent utility  account 
payable with the 2009 tax installment.  The mortgage company has been in contact with the City, 
therefore it is possible we will receive payment prior to the tax certification date. Interest accrues as of 
August 11th, 2008 at 8%, certified to the County this fall and is payable with taxes in 2009. Mary 
explained that if payment is received prior to August 11th, the account will not be certified to the County 
and the resolution is null and void.

a. Easement agreement for Southwest Trunk Watermain project 
 
City Engineer, Bob Schunicht presented his recommendation for the Southwest Trunk Watermain 
between CR 4 and 19th !ǾŜƴǳŜ ǘƘǊƻǳƎƘ YŜǾƛƴ {ŎƘƳƛǘȊΩǎ {ŀƴŘǎǘƻƴŜ ŘŜǾŜƭƻǇƳŜƴǘΦ  {ƛƴŎŜ  YŜǾƛƴ ǿŀǎ ƴƻǘ 
willing to grant the City an easement through his property, an alternate route to the south along the 
future ROW of Roberts Road was developed. The new route follows CR4 to the future intersection with 
Roberts Road, then continues along Roberts Road to 19th Avenue, then north along 19th Avenue to 
Whippoorwill Way.  The new alignment requires us to obtain the Roberts Road ROW from the Haehns. 
 
The City negotiated an agreement with the Haehns to acquire the entire Roberts Road ROW and a 
permanent drainage easement for the pond that is necessary for the construction of the road.  The 
proposed acquisition conforms to the Roberts Road EA and to the recently completed plans for Roberts 
Road between CR4 and Pine Cone Road. The cost of the ROW, storm water and temporary easement 
acquisition is $140,704.00. 
 
Council member Hennes questioned the negotiated price  for right of way versus  storm water 
easement.  Schunicht explained the difference of fee title to a property versus the cost to acquire 
easements  and how this will benefit the property in the future. 
 
aŀȅƻǊ hΩ5ǊƛǎŎƻƭƭ asked if the sellers are aware of future road assessments  to the property in this area 
if/when this property is developed? Schunicht said he has had conversation with the sellers and they are 
aware of future assessments, however they are currently LeSauk Township residents and would only be 
assessed when they are annexed into the City. Recovering the cost of the road at some point in 
development was explained by Schunicht.

Anita Rasmussen gave a brief background on the recommendation of the Technical Advisory Committee 
as well as consultants to form a PAC (Planning Advisory Committee) consisting of  three representatives 
from the City to serve the St. Cloud Community Aquatics Facilities Committee. Currently Council 
member Hennes and Patti Gartland are members of that task force. 
 
Council member Hennes asked if St. Joe and St. Augusta  will be a part of the task force.  Anita was not 
aware if they opted to participate or not. Hennes definitely feels it is wise to stay involved to discuss 
issues, particularly location, however Hennes said ǘƘŜǊŜ ǇǊƻōŀōƭȅ ƛǎƴΩǘ ŀƴȅ ƻƴŜ Ŏƛǘȅ ǘƘŀǘ ŎƻǳƭŘ ŀŦŦƻǊŘ ǘƘƛǎ 
project alone. 
  
MaȅƻǊ hΩ5ǊƛǎŎƻƭƭ is concerned of making a commitment to this committee, especially with recent use of 
sales tax money for the purchase of the golf course and if we have funds to be a partner in this project.  
Can we, or should we, participate and not make false hope for other area cities ƛŦ ǿŜ ŘƻƴΩǘ ƘŀǾŜ the 
resources available to make the project happen. 
 
Patti Gartland talked about the project being in the infancy stages and that if any of the involved cities 
would have land to offer, this could also be an asset to the project. Participation could certainly be 
based on something other than cash participation. 
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Council member Lynch understands that the Dehler property was once considered an opportunity for an 
aquatic facility, however at this time there is no funding to develop the property since the purchase of 
the golf course. Lynch talked about the benefit to the community  where the aquatic center is located, 
however is difficult for the City of Sartell ǘƻ ƳŀƪŜ ŀ ŎƻƳƳƛǘƳŜƴǘ ƻŦ ƳƻƴŜȅ ǿŜ ŘƻƴΩǘ ƘŀǾŜΦ Lynch is 
reluctant to agree that participation in this committee would be time well spent.

Council member Perske realizes that we have limited resources in the next few years because of the golf 
course purchase, however believes it is important to stay at the table and share ideas, especially if 
people are willing to sit on the committee to discuss a long range plan. ¢ƘŜ /ƛǘȅ Ƨǳǎǘ ŎŀƴΨǘ ƳŀƪŜ ŀ 
commitment for dollars at this time. 
 
Council member Lynch declined the suggestion by Council member Hennes  to be the third member of 
the committee as suggested,  however could see a limited value for the City to participate in the 
planning.
