TOWNSHIP VARIANCE - GAETZ

Naber presented the revised variance request by John Gaetz to construct a larger attached garage on a
proposed new home to be located in North River Oaks Addition within LeSauk Township. Gaetz would be
foregoing plans for any detached garages and proposed to construct a 2304 square foot attached garage. The
applicant would be allowed to construct a maximum of 2160 square feet in garages as allowed in the LeSauk
Township zoning ordinance.

Bromenschenkel said there was no opposition during the public hearing. Hettwer asked what the amount of
impervious surface was proposed at and what the city requires. The city allows 35 percent maximum lot
coverage. The applicant proposed approximately 22 percent of impervious surface. Hettwer asked about the
location of the front yard and setbacks. Naber said the front yard would be at the street that the property is
addressed off of, which would be Rosewood Road. Discussion took place on the setbacks. The setback to the
Mississippi River would be over 100 feet. Froelich asked Gaetz what the hardship was. Gaetz said that he
was unable to construct garages that meet the perimeters of the Township and City that would be needed for
a trophy room for storage needs and this would look aesthetically pleasing.
