Ron Naber presented the request by Robert and Deborah Landwehr for a variance to construct a garage 
within the front yard setback ordinance.   
 
Robert Landwehr was present and stated that he would like to build this garage in the front of his house as a 
means of storage and noise reduction.

SITE PLAN ɀ PINE LAKES ESTATES 
 
Therese presented the site plan for Pine Lakes Apartments.  The proposed complex would be on the corner of 
15th Street South and Mockingbird Drive.  Therese made the following recommendations: 
 

1. All fire, building, engineering and public work departments comments are met.

accommodate the water demand for the domestic and the buildings sprinkler system.  Supply lines to 
the hydrants are shown as 6 inch and will need to be 8 inch.  

3. Hydrant locations are not approved as shown and additional hydrants will be needed.  The local Fire 
Marshal will need to approve the number and location of hydrants. 

4. A land disturbance permit application will be submitted prior to the issuance of a building permit. 
5. Stop signs shall be installed at both exits onto 15th Street South. 
6. Upon the approval of a 10 foot easement vacation of the Drainage and Utility Easement on the 

easterly lot line. 
 
A MOTION WAS MADE BY BROMENSCHENKEL TO APPROVE THE SITE PLAN WITH THE ABOVE LISTED

FENCE TASK FORCE UPDATE 
 
Therese updated the commission regarding the styles and sizes of fences that are available both by custom 
installers and the general hardware stores.  She stated that the task force has had a few meetings and is 
looking for input from the commission on whether they would favor solid fences or not.    
 
Tom stated that the task force would like to put together a sheet regarding best practices in putting together a 
fence to be able to give to the residents.
