Council member Perske discussed the use of PVC piping in the past. Engineer Bob Schunicht explained
that PVC piping will be used on the Brookwood Lane project and the new southwest water treatment
plant. To locate the pipe for future repair needs a wire is run with the PVC at installation. Perske then
verified the use of % cent sales tax funds for the Val Smith Park trail portion of $80, 555.00.

OLD BUSINESS

a. Proposal for regional roadway and park master plan services for former golf course property.

Anita Rasmussen, Planning and Community Development Director explained the scope of services which
was submitted to Bonestroo requesting professional planning services to develop a master development
and roadway plan for the golf course. The purpose of the plan is to determine an approximate roadway
location from the Wilds to Pine Cone Road, long term use of the golf course configuration, layout of
athletic facilities including all ball fields indentified in the athletic complex study as well as cost
estimates and implementation of a phasing strategy. In an effort to keep the planning process
affordable, staff would host the public open houses, facilitate the joint meetings with the Park
Commission, Planning Commission and City Council, as well as the presenting the master plan for
approval to the Commissions and the Council. The cost for Bonestroo to complete the regional and
roadway master plan would not exceed $10,000, using funding from the general park fund.

Council member Peterson questioned the amount of money designated in phase | for inventory and
schematic plans, and if this inventory was already completed at the time of purchase? Anita explained
that most of the funding would be used for the creation of three schematic plans, utilizing the existing
inventory already collected, soil borings, wetland delineation and storm water plans.

Council member Perske asked if more soil borings will be needed, particularly if a parking lot is installed.
Engineer Schunicht does not anticipate borings at this time, however would be necessary prior to any
construction.

Mayor O’ Dr itakked abdut a possible timeline of approximately 5 years until funds would be
available to develop the course and questioned what extent of work does the City want put into this
project to determine location and types of fields, etc, knowing that in five years preferences may
change. Engineer Schunicht explained these plans would cover the area where fields could be located to

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course is located and if this is part of the build-out consideration. Patti explained that under this scope
of services, the long range plan for the 9 hole golf course was assumed to be in operation as a golf
course therefore is not a part of this plan. Mayor O’ [xollivesified public funds available from sales tax
and park funds and that this plan would help as far as the City soliciting grants, donor contributions or
in-kind contributions to help cover some costs. Patti updated the Council on a meeting held with a
potential private donor and the importance of a visual plan for any donor prior to making a contribution.

Council member Hennes asked the Engineer if this plan also includes a location of potential trails and
Schunicht verified that it did.

Council member Lynch verified that there is no public money budgeted for this project as far as roads

are concerned and, due to the lack of funds in the streets funding budget, there probably wor
road built in the near future because all funding has been used to purchase the land. Lynch believes it is

premature to spend this kind of money with no identified funding source for a possible build out in the

future. The City’' s nitheoddsvay loation, anditlee fugire of theg®@ehalet | c ul ar |
golf course is uncertain as well as the type of athletic fields needed. For Lynch, this is a large investment

for a plan to show potential donors and cannot support this expense.

After
hearing recommendations from staff that this is the document needed in order for large donations or
contributions to come forward, and is a project the community does want , he would favor moving
forward. O’ Dri scol | a |t possibilayrafrmaking tidsch biggen picture for additions to
other city parks where plans are already drawn and donors may want to contribute to parks in their
neighborhood.

Council member Peterson does not agree on sitting back and doing nothing with the golf course
property, however suggests it is important to have a goal, vision and plan for the community,
particularly as it relates to a new road and location of athletic fields. Peterson believes this is money
well spent and will be voting in favor of the project.

Council member Lynch explained the need for city infrastructure and public safety and does not agree
with another plan on the shelf with no money available to build out the project. Lynch would rather
have an accurate plan, not one that needs to be updated for more money in five years.

Council member Perske is supportive of moving forward with this planning stage, however is also
concerned of future funding. Perske feels the plan for where the road will be located through the course
is necessary and could also identify boundaries of excess land for resale to generate revenue. The green
space could be used as a temporary ball field with very little city investment.

a. Police Department

Chief Hughes presented his semi-monthly report. Hughes also reported on the 14 tobacco compliance

Hughes updated the Council regarding the “Cook out with
Cops” on June 26" at Watab Park from 11-2 p.m., reservations can be made at the police department
for anyone, age 55+.

Director Brad Borders presented his report and updated the Council on the on-going preparations for
Summerfest.

Council member Hennes commented on how nice the city looks in all the flower beds and landscaping
around town.

c. City Engineer

Engineer, Bob Schunicht presented his memorandum and updated the Council on the progress of the
2008 projects. Bob outlined the upcoming closure of Riverside Avenue starting Monday, June 16" and
extending for approximately two weeks to complete storm sewer repairs. Council member Perske
requested posting the detour route on the web page for the public.

d. Planning and Community Development Director

Director, Anita Rasmussen presented the request from Mike Hornung to review and amend the sign
ordinance as it relates to temporary signage and to allow temporary signage. At the Joint Planning
Commission meeting, a unanimous recommendation was made to establish a task force to review the
temporary sign ordinance. Rasmussen is wary of the philosophy amending our ordinances to allow for a
decrease in our standards.

Council members shared the following ideas:

Council member Lynch said he is in favor of revisiting the ordinance which is an effective advertising tool
for contractors, and especially since it was a unanimous recommendation from the Planning
Commission. Lynch did not believe there is a need to revisit the entire ordinance, only the temporary
sign portion.

Council member Peterson favors leaving the ordinance as it is and not make changes at this time.

Council member Hennes agrees that now is not the right time to review the ordinance. There are other
ways to advertise for businesses such as mailing fliers. Temporary signs are not stable and usually create
garbage in ditches. Hennes believes consideration to the ordinance could be given in the future, but not
now. Hennes asked Anita what other cities are doing with regard to signage and Anita briefly explained
the ordinances in place, however did state that it usually comes down to enforcement issues.

Council member Perske agreed to let the ordinance as it is and revisit in the future.
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Mayor O’ Driscolll tal ked about the extihglacerardli nary e
enforce control, however realizes that signs are a helpful marketing tool which features local businesses

doing work in our community. O’ D r ibediegesthidis as good of a time as any to review the

provisions of the ordinance regarding the number of signs allowed and the duration of time the sign

would be permitted. People driving through the community could also be looking for quality work and

could pick up advertising names from signs.

Council member Lynch talked about tough economic times and asked why the City would want to
impose rules to make it tougher for small businesses. Recognizing Mr. Hornung in the audience, Lynch
guestioned if he would be allowed to be heard on his side of the issue.

Mayor O’ Driscoll asked the wishes of the Council,
should he be allowed to make his request? Consensus of the majority of the Council was that they had
