PUBLIC HEARINGS

a. Code of Ordinance amendment to establish business and license requlations for Body Art
Establishments.

City Administrator, Patti Gartland summarized the ordinance amendment which was drafted using the
Anoka County and City of St. Cloud ordinance provisions regulating body art establishments. The City is
taking a proactive initiative to establish appropriate standards for regulating body art establishments,
more commonly known as tattoo parlors or body piercing establishments. Because Sartell currently does
not have such establishments, this is an attempt to have the appropriate rules and regulations put in
place for any future business of this nature. The City has also received recommendations from the
League of Minnesota Cities legal counsel.

b. Conditional Use Permit for land disturbance permit for 97 acre Sartell Partners property on TH
15

Anita Rasmussen presented the request on behalf of Sartell Partners to grade property near TH 15 and
remove the existing house prior to the approval of a final plat. Anita briefly outlined the conditions of
the Erosion and Sediment Control Ordinance adopted in 2005 and explained the requested provision
from Sartell Partners for this Conditional Use Permit. Staff and the Joint Planning Commission
recommend approval provided all conditions on the resolution are met specifically as it pertains to land
disturbance, suggesting the property owners transition from the most disturbed areas into the other
disturbed and undisturbed areas with carful observation by the property owner regarding the presence
of migratory bird nests.
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Anita has been in contact with Fred Bengtson, DNR Area Wildlife Manager, and a recommendation was
made that the land not be disturbed during the wildlife nesting period from April 1** through June 30"
due to the loss of migratory bird nests. This loss of bird nests could be a violation of Federal law. Mr.
Bengtson suggested a stage approach, clearing the most disturbed area first, namely the gravel pit area
on the south end of the 97 acres and transition to the least disturbed area. This recommendation was
made by the local DNR office and was not a part of the previously approved AUAR permit.

conducted. The following comments were heard although comments do not reflect entire statements
made:

Robert Landwehr, 32497 County Road 1, St. Cloud, suggested Council approve only removing the house
at this time and using the driveway to haul the debris rather than hauling through the field, all other
work on the property would cause more destruction to wildlife. Landwehr said he is a concerned
neighbor of the critters living across the street from him since this is the prime nesting time for many
animals. According to Landwehr the destruction time of nests runs through August 1%, not July 1% as
stated earlier. There has been total destruction of the 97 acres, now it is time to give back to the land
and not destroy all the animals that make their home in the field as well as saving the larger trees in the
gravel pit area. Landwehr explained the restriction by Department of Transportation prohibiting
mowing grass eight feet from any roadside so as not to disturb nesting wildlife.

Anita Rasmussen presented to the Council a copy of her e-mail correspondence with Fred Bengtson,
DNR Manager, and explained that each DNR manager has their own idea of the bird nesting deadline as
discussed.

Jane Bennett, 4146 Pine Point, Sartell, shared the same concerns as Mr. Landwehr for the destruction of
the migratory birds if the Conditional Use Permit were to be granted. Bennett suggested that the City
require Sartell Partners to acquire a Federal Migratory Bird Permit from the US Fish and Wildlife Service
prior to issuing any land disturbance permit to help protect any nesting migratory birds. This permit
would comply with the requirements of Federal Law. According to Bennett W&  NJ theBelcduidié =
an estimated 100-250 migratory birds on the 97 acre site.

Rasmussen briefly explained the AUAR process and permits already approved for Sartell Partners. If the

CUP is approved by the Council tonight, Rasmussen explained the responsibility of the property owners

to protect any migratory bird nest until after the nesting period for migratory birds has ended. The

Jane Bennett , 4146 Pine Point Road, Sartell, said the DNR could have overlooked this permit earlier in
the process and the City of Sartell could be in violation of the Federal law if this permit is not applied
for, especially during the nesting timeline of migratory birds.

Council member Lynch clarified that if the Federal Migratory Bird permit is applied for by Sartell
Partners and is granted immediately, clearing could begin on the entire 97 acre site and no waiting time
would be necessary, which is something the City is trying to avoid. Granting the CUP would allow
grading to start at the most disturbed area first and would certainly avoid nests and be a better choice.

Council member Peterson suggested contacting City legal counsel regarding how the City should comply
with a Federal Migratory Bird Permit or other State and Federal laws.

Council member Perske suggested having the land reviewed by either DNR or Fish and Wildlife
representative for any possible nests prior to the issuance of a land disturbance permit .

Brad Borders presented his memorandum and reported that the Maintenance Department will replant
trees on the boulevard on Pine Cone Road starting this week. Council member Hennes expressed
concern with on-going tree replacement on the curved areas of Pine Cone Road and requested staff
research what could be done to prevent this. Due to the lack of trees in some of the neighborhood
parks, Hennes suggested planting trees in parks also.

other parks which are now on hold due to the purchase of the golf course. Considering it may take five

hold for five years. Why spend the money now on plans and in five years the plans change.

Council member Hennes approves moving forward with plans and feels the road is a crucial part of any
future planning and fundraising. This will be potentially the largest park in the city and could affect plans
for other parks. Hennes does not believe plans will change in five years.

Council member Perske feels this is a very prudent step and important to use dollars wisely, may take
awhile to develop, however his major concern is transportation and should be done correctly and most
economically. After the road is established, then the Council can discuss where other amenities should
go, including a trail system.

Council member Lynch believes ordering a plan for the road is premature at this time, since the City is
unsure where funding will come from for the road or park amenities. Lynch agrees with the Mayor in
thati KS / A (i &rxBangyisfi8eRears as well as the golf course operators may also change their
mind about where they want to be after their first year. There is no need to have another park plan on
the shelf with the lack of identified funding source to complete the amenities.

Mayor is not in

favor of spending more fees to draw plans when, financially they cannot be put into place. Suggestion

was made to wait six months, do workshop sessions and then discuss options.

Council member Lynch talked about the original regional master park plans, including amenities, would
cost approximately $12 - $13 million to complete. Now those plans are on hold because the sales tax
money was spent on purchasing the golf course. Lynch feels approving this plan would only put one
more set of plans on hold until funding becomes available.
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City Administrator Gartland explained that the City is looking at a comprehensive long range plan and
approving this item could use the original plans anticipated for other parks at the golf course site
instead. Patti also said the operator of the golf course is looking for a long term relationship with the
City but is reluctant to make changes until they know where the road will be. The golf course operator
has indicated a willingness to participate financially if they are involved with the planning and they can
structure their course around the road. If plans are approved for a road, this will also relieve boundary
issues. Some residents that border the golf course may want to purchase excess fragment pieces of land
and this road could resolve the issues regarding the exact amount of commercial property available for
sale as well. Patti encouraged the Council to move forward with a roadway master plan for the golf
course property.

Council member Peterson talked about the need for long and short term plans for all regional parks.
The City needs to have a plan to move forward especially if private parties want to make donations.
Moving forward is a good investment for the City.

Mayor h Qriscoll agrees with a plan and expectations for roads as well as a community center and

recreational activities, however there are no funds available. The City has received word that Watab
